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The Red Book

The lowa Official Register [or Red Book as it is frequently called because of its
familiar red cover) has been an official publication of the state of Iowa since 1892. In
that year, the 24th General Assembly authorized the Iowa Officiel Register as an
expense of the state and 10,000 copies were published under the direction of the
secretary of state, then W.M. McFarland.

Earlier versions of the lowa Official Register date back as far as 1860, when a
seven-page directory of the lowa Legislature entitled The Eighth General Assembly
was published. In 1864, Secretary of State James Wright printed a list of county and
state officials on a small card, a few copies of which were used for general distribution.

In 1873, the title lowa Official Register was first used for a 19-page booklet listing
executive and judicial officers and trustees of state institutions, In 1879 and 1881,
similar volumes appeared. The 1881 publication was accurately subtitled Executive
and Judicial Officers of the State of lowa, Also Trustees of Stete Institutions. The Red
Book was also known for a time as the lowa Official and Statistical Table. In 18886, the
Iowa Official Register was the title chosen for material compiled by C.S. Byrkit, then
deputy secretary of state, and the title has remained the same ever since,

The lowa Official Register of 1892 carried an introduction by Secretary of State
McFarland promising to “further serve the convenience of the public by added
improvements to this valuable work, as they are from time to time suggested,” and
vowing to, “make the Official Register a perfect storehouse of information.”

Information included in the early publications of the Red Book was extensive. The
1907-08 lowa Official Register, for example, humbered more than 800 pages. The
edition included copies of the Ordinance of 1787, The Organic Laws of Iowa, Wisconsin
and Michigan, information on the Prehibition Party and Socialist Party platforms, a
list of publications in the state and a table of weights and measures used at the time.

There were also biographies of state officials with salaries listed. [The governor's
salary in 1908 was $5,000, state legislators received $550 per session of the General
Assembly and a 5 cent per mile travel allowance.)

The lowa Official Register slimmed down slightly in the next few years. By 1920, it
had been cut to about 650 pages. More photographs were added to these later editions.
Not only were the governor and executive council pictured in the 1920 Red Book, but
Iowa's congressional delegation, state representatives and senators, members of
various boards and departments were also included, along with pictures of Camp
Dodge and a detailed history of lowa’s involvement in World War I.

A trimmer Red Book appeared in the 1930s and ‘40s. The 1945-46 Jowa Official
Register, for example, numbered only about 400 pages. This 415t edition, compiled by
editor Lou Gardner, nolonger carried a listing of every post office in the state, nor every
Iowa library and librarian. Also dropped from the Red Book by this time were the table
of weights and measures, acreage statistics by townships and the listing of election
expenses by counties.

Election results for 1944 were reported, however, and lowa maintained its Republican
tradition, with Dewey and Bricker defeating Roosevelt and Truman in lowa by nearly
50,000 votes.

Early volumes of the lowa Official Register, as well as the documents which preceded
it, can be found in the state Department of History and Archives.

Today, authaority for the publication of the Iowe Official Register is still vested in the
secretary of state, but responsibility for having it written, edited, printed and
distributed rests with the state superintendent of printing.

Chapter 16, Volume I, of the 1966 Code of lowa states that, “The superintendent of
printing shall..in odd-numbered years, compile for publication the Iowa Official
Register which shall contain certain historical, political and other statistics of general
value, but nothing of a partisan character.”

For more than 80 years, the lowe Official Register has served the citizens of this state
as a priceless source of lowa political, historical and statistical information.

Elective Officers

The lowa Constitution makes provisions for a governor, lieutenant governar,
secretary of state, auditor of state, treasurer of state and attorney general, who are
elected for terms of four years at the regular general elections in even-numbered years,
starting in 1974. In addition, the General Assembly has made provision for a secretary
of agriculture, also elected for four years, starting in 1974. A board of commerce
commisgsioners, consisting of three members, formerly elective, became appointive by
the governor in 1963. A superintendent of public instruction is chosen by the state
hoard of public instruction. Members of this board are appointed by the governor from
the state at large.

Governor

The supreme executive power of the state is vested in the governor. It is the
governor's duty to see that the laws are enforced, to supervise the official business of
the state, to make recommendations to the General Assembly and to appoint various
officers and board members. Most major appointments are subject to confirmation by
the Senate. The governor has the power to call special sessions of the legislature and
veto acts passed by the General Assembly, but a majority of two-thirds of each House
may pass a bill over the veto. To qualify as governor, a person must have been a citizen
of the United States and a resident of the state for at least two years, and must be 30
years of age or older at the date of election.

Lieutenant Governor

The lieutenant governor, who must possess the same qualifications as the governaor,
succeeds the governor in case of death, resignation or disability. The lieutenant
governor's chief function is to act as president of the Senate.

Appointive Officers

In addition to the elected executive officers mentioned, there are a number of
appointive officers, including the comptroller, the superintendent of banking, the
insurance commissioner, the labor commisgioner, the adjutant general, the commis-
sioner of public health, the industrial commissioner and commissioner of public safety,
all appointed by the governor, usually with the approval of the Senate. The governor
also appoints the members of a number of administrative boards, including the
Commerce Cominission, the State Board of Regents, the Board of Control of State
Institutions, the State Tax Commission, the Board of Parole, the State Conservation
Cemmission, the Liguor Contrel Commission, the Department of Transpartation, the
Unemployment Compensation Commission, the State Board of Health and Board of
Social Services.

The supreme executive power of the state is vested in the governor, whose term of
office is four years.

No person is eligible for the governorship who has not been a citizen of the United
States and resident of this state two years preceding the next election, and attained the
age of 30 years at the time of said election.

The governor appaints all principal officers of the state not elected by the peaple, and
certain officers connected with the state government, by and with the consent of the
Senate. When any office, from any cause, becomes vacant, and ne mode is provided by
the constitution and laws fer filling such vacancy. the governor has power to fill such
vacancy.

The chief executive is also responsible for taking final action on all laws enacted by
the General Assembly. The governor may approve, by signing, a bill passed by both
houses or disapprove, by veto, or the governor may allow a bill to become law without
signature.

The governor may also call an extra session of the General Assembly when there is
necessity of action; may order adjournment of the Legislature if the members cannot
reach agreement when to adjourn; and must report to the Legislature the financial
condition of the state and a recommendation for any appropriate action cancerning the
financial status.

The governor has the task of granting or denying executive clemency in the form of
restoration of vating rights, commutation of sentences, pardons and remissions of fines
and forfeitures.

The specific duties also include being commander-in-chief of the military forces of
state, chairman of the Executive Council, issuing notary public commissions, issuing
land patents and granting or denying extradition whenever there is a request for a
fugitive from justice.

The governor has many obligations as the chief executive to the people of Iowa in
addition to the specific statutary duties. These include meeting different groups or
individuals to discuss problems which in some way affect government; conferring with
Towa's congressional delegation to discuss national issues which affect lowa; pro-
moting Iowa and its manufactured and agricultural products; answering correspon-
dence from the electorate and endeavaring 1o meet visitors who wish to come and visit
the Capitol and the gavernor's office. In summary, the governor is the chief admin-
istrator of the state government and is held responsible by the citizenry for the effective
and efficient administration of the various departments and agencies.

Governor of lowa

On Nov. 2, a record number of lowans cast their ballots for a new governor. On Jan,
14, 1983, Terry E. Branstad took the oath of office and became lowa's 39th governor.

Branstad took over as chief executive during a time when lowa faces many chal-
lenges. Tough decisions must be made to maintain the state's fiscal solvency and
regenerate the lowa economy.

Branstad's top priority is to improve the state’s economic picture. He is committed to
improving lowa's agriculturally based economy and diversifying lowa's economic
base.

At 36 years, he is the youngest governor in lowa history, and is presently the
youngest governor in the United States. Branstad has a decade of experience in public
office, During the past four years, he has served as lowa's lieutenant governor. In this
capacity, Branstad was both a member of the executive branch and the president of the
Iowa Senate. In 1982, he was instrumental in helping Gov. Ray pass 47 of his 56
legislative priorities.

Prior to 1979, Branstad served six years as a state representative from District 8,
which included Winnebage County and parts of Kossuth, Emmet and Hancock
counties.

Branstad established a solid record as representative of his district and Iowans. He
initiated legislation to reform lowa's inheritance tax laws and unemployment insu-
rance system. He was instrumental in the passage of the personal property tax pha-
seout, the bottle bill, handicapped parking and property tax relief for older Iowans.
Branstad has long stooed for maintaining lowa's quality education system. In his first 10
years of office, state aid to lowa schools increased by 200 percent.

The son of Rita and Edward Branstad, he grew up on the family farm near Leland in
Winnebago County and graduated from Forest City High School in 1965. He received
his B.A. in political science from the University of lowa in 1969. Following two years in
the U.S. Army where he received the Army Commendation Medal, Branstad entered
Drake University Law School.

He was elected to the Iowa House of Representatives in Nov. of 1872, while in his
junior year of law school. He completed his legal education by going to schoeol at night
and during the summer and fall between legislative sessions.

Branstad passed the Iowa bar examination in June 1974, with nine hours of law
courses left, completed law school in the summer of 1974, and graduated in August. He
opened a law practice in Lake Mills where he was senior partner in the firm of Branstad
and Schwarm before terminating his relationship with the firm in December 1982.

Branstad has been active in a variety of civic organizations including the American
Legion, Farm Bureau, Lions Club, Jaycees, county and state bar associations, Sons of
Norway and Knights of Columbus. He was named one of the U.8. [aycees Qutstanding
Young Men of America in 1979, and was included in Who's Who in America and Who's
Who in American Politics.

As lieutenant governor, Branstad served on the National Conference of Lieutenant
Governors, the Council of State Governments Liaison Committee to President Reagan
and on the board of directors of the American Legislative Exchange Council.

As governor, Branstad serves on the National Governor’s Association committees on
Transportation and Agriculture. His first act as chief executive was to initiate
HELPER, a voluntary, weatherization program to provide low-income and elderly
Iowans with energy relief. Proceeds from the inaugural banquet formed the nest egg to
start this program.

The office of lieutenant governor is provided for in Article IV, Section 3 of the lowa
Constitution.

The lieutenant governar is a member of the executive branch of lowa government,
and stands ready to succeed the governor in case of the latter’'s death, impeachment or
resignation.

The lieutenant governor is alse directed by the constitution to be president of the
Iowa Senate, presiding over that body whenever it is in session. The lieutenant
governor may cast a vote when the Senate is divided equally, but only when final
passage of legislation is not at issue.

While a member of the executive branch, the lieutenant governor works closely with
the legislative branch of state government. The lieutenant governor oftenis able to help
resolve differences that arise between the two branches.

Beyond constitutional prerogatives, the lieutenant governor has certain statutory
authority to appoint members to many and varied committees, commissions and
councils, including: the Administrative Rules Review Committee, the Commission on
Compensation and the Legislative Council. According to Senate rules, the lieutenant
governor selects members of the standing committees and members of the conference
committees, committee chairpersons and also assigns bills to committees.

Thelieutenant governor serves full time during the sessions of the General Assembly
and part time between the sessions. A full-time office is maintained for the lieutenant
governor behind the Senate chamber in the state Capitol.

Democrat

When he was sworn in on January 14, 1983, Robert T. Anderson became the first
Democrat in lowa history to be inaugurated lieutenant governor with a Republican
governor.

Lt. Gov. Anderson was elected to the Iowa House of Representatives in 1974. Two
years later he was elected assistant majority leader by his colleagues and was elected a
member of the Democratic leadership each succeeding term. In eight years, Anderson
served on two-thirds of the standing committees in the House. During the 1980-82
session he was ranking Democrat on the Appropriations Committee, and served on the
Legislative Council as well as the Education, State Government and Transportation
committees.

Born in Marshalltown on March 8, 1945, Anderson graduated from LDF High School
in LeGrand. He received B.A. and M.A. degrees in journalism from the University of
Iowa. For ten years he taught high school in several lowa towns, including Bennett,
Washington, Fort Dodge and Newton. Lt. Gov. Anderson is currently a sales associate
with a real estate firm in Newton, chairman of the Council of Ministries at St. Luke
United Methodist Church and is a member of the Sons of Norway.

His wife, the former Elsie Ulland of Lake Mills, is a special education teacher in
Newton. Married in 1967, the Anderson’s have a son, Robbie.

Several chapters of the Iowa Code which implement Article VIII of the consitution
set forth the secretary of state’s duties relating to corporations. In general, these
involve examining, approving, processing and filing a wide variety of profit, non-
profit, foreign and domestic corporation instruments, limited partnerships and issuing
certificates to reflect the instruments filed. Roughly 40,000 corporation certificates are
processed by the secretary of state each year, and about 65,000 annual corporation
reports are audited, approved and indexed for publicinspection. The secretary accepts
service of nearly 3,000 original notices each year on non-resident defendants and
foreign corporation defendants. Trademarks, labels and forms of advertising are filed
in the office of secretary of state for protective registration,

The secretary of state is the principal filing officer under the Uniform Commercial
Code Act. This type of filing is intended to create a security interest in personal
property or fixtures in Iowa and covers sales of accounts, contract rights and chattel
paper. More than 800,000 active filings are presently on record in the U.C.C. office on
the second floor, Hoover State Office Building.

The secretary of state is election commissioner for the state of Iowa. This imposes a
broad range of responsibilities in coordinating election matters with county commis-
sioners of elections. The state commissioner conducts statewide schools of instruction,
promulgates rules and regulations for the conduct of elections, prescribes forms,
responds to innumerable telephone and letter inquires, publishes the canvass of the
primary and general elections vote, maintains the record of the canvass of the vote by
the lowa Executive Council and prepares certificates of election. The office performs a
multitude of other election duties which includes retaining for public inspection
rt;?m'ts of campaign receipts and expenditures submitted by candidates for federal
ol1ice.

There are approximately 37,000 notaries public in the state of Iowa. Each notary
public must procure a commissien from the secretary of state. A record is kept of all
commissions and attested copies and furnished upon request.

The state land office maintains a record of thousands of parcels of land formerly and
presently owned by the state of Iowa. There is a continuing turnover asland is acquired
through purchase, gift, condemnation or disposed of through sale or other procedures.
The land office prepares and records all patents which convey title of state lands to
others. Patents are signed by the governor and are countersigned by the secretary of
state.

The general office preserves for public inspection many original and official
documents of the state, including the consitution, the original statutes of lowa,
authenticated journals of the General Assembly, election records, bonds of various
elective and appointive officials and a record of incorporated cities and towns.

The secretary of state is chair of the State Records Commission, member of the Iowa
Executive Council, the Employment Agency License Commission and Insurance
Committee.

The state constitution provides that all grants and commissions shall be in the name
and by authority of the people of the state of lowa, sealed with the Great Seal of the
Biate, signed by the governor and countersigned by the secretary of state.

The office is entirely self-supporting through fees collected for services provided to
the public.

The auditor of state is a constitutional officer who is required by law to make full
settlement at least once each year between the state and all state offices and
departments and all political subdivisions of the state receiving or expending state
funds. The auditor is also required to annually make a complete audit of the books,
records and accounts of every department of the state and to make or cause to be made
annual audits of each political subdivision of the state. These reports shall set out in
detail the following:

1. The actual condition of such department found to exist on every examination.

2. Whether in the auditor’s opinion,

a. All funds have been expended for the purpose for which appropriated.

b. The department so audited and examined is efficiently conducted and if the
maximum results for the money expended are obtained.

¢. The work of the departments so audited or examined needlessly conflicts with
or duplicates the work done by any other department.

3. Allillegal or unbusinesslike practices,

4. Anyrecommendations for greater simplicity. accuracy, efficiency or economy in
the operation of the business of the several departments and institutions.

5. Comparisons of prices paid and terms obtained by the various departments for
goods and services of like character and reasons for differences therein, if any.

f:i Any other information which, in the auditor’'s judgment, may be of value to the
anditor.

Allaudit reports are to be filed in the office of the auditor of state, and those reports are
available for public examination during normal working hours.

The aunditor of state is also charged with the responsibility for regulating and
examining all state chartered savings and loan associations and industrial loan
companies.

The auditor of state conducts audits for federal agencies under contract. These
reports are subject to review by the applicable federal agencies. By virtue of this office,
the a:i.lditclr of state is a member of the Iowa Executive Council and the State Appeal
Board.

A constitutionally elected official, the treasurer serves a four-year term as lowa's
monetary officer. The treasurer is charged with the investment and custody of idle
funds of a current average of $350 million daily. Aside from investment of temporarily
idle funds, the treasurer invests funds of the Iowa Public Employment System, the
Iowa Centennial Memorial Foundation, the Public Safety Peace Officers Retirement
System and the William Hawks Memarial.

Totalinvestment transactions of the treasurer's office — bank transfers, investment
purchases and investment sales — equal approximately $14 billion per year.

The treasurer is a member of the State Appeal Board, Peace Officer's Retirement
Board, the State Records Management Commission, [owa Family Farm Development
Authority Board and the lowa Centennial Memorial Foundation.

The treasurer of state approves all Iowa banks as depositories of state funds and
approves increases in deposit limits for all public funds throughout Iowa, following
initial approval by the executive body of each Iowa political subdivision,

Once each month, the treasurer, in cooperation with the state superintendent of
banking and the state insurance commissioner, sets the interest rate that may be paid
on public funds deposited in lowa banks, and rates and guidelines for various debt
obligations of pubiic bodies in Iowa.

As custodian of the State Sinking Fund, the treasurer makes appropriate assess-
ments against depositories holding public funds, such funds to be used to recover
losses inthe event of a depository’s failure or change in ownership and financial status.

Further, the treasurer is responsible for investment and custody of monies and
property falling to the state under lowa's Unclaimed Property Act, enacted by the 62nd
General Assembly. .

Accountable for all receipts and dishursements of funds, the state treasury balance is
audited daily. All monies due the state of lowa are received and deposited by the
treasurer of state. All disbursements of state monies are made by the treasurer, either
directly or by redemption of all proper warrants issued. The treasurer submits a
complete report, as required by law, to the governor of Iowa at the end of each
biennium, accounting for all receipts and disbursements since the last report.

As a member of the Executive Council, lowa's administrative governing body, the
treasurer of state — in cooperation with the gavernor, secretary of state, auditor of
state and secretary of agriculture — participates in fiscal and other governmental
decisions on a day-te-day basis.

The lowa Department of Agriculture was established by the 40th General Assembly
in 1923, consolidating several state divisions into one department. The object of the
department is to encourage, promote and advance the interests of agriculture —
including horticulture, livestock industry, dairying, cheese-making, poultry-raising,
bee-keeping, preduction of wool, production of domesticated fur-bearing animals and
other kindred and allied industries; to promote and devise methods of conducting said
industries with a view to increase production and facilitate an adequate distribution of
the same at the least cost to the producer and consumer; and to administer efficiently
and impartially the inspection service of the state which is now or may be hereafter
placed under its supervigion.

In January 1973, Secretary Lounsberry restructured the department by establishing
three operatienal units within the department. These units are the administrative,
regulatory and laboratory divisions, and each unit is headed by an administrator
directly responsible to the secretary.

The Administrative Division is supervised by Administrative Assistant James D.
Meimann. He supervises the directors of the following subdivisions: personnel,
information, marketing, licensing, sheep, apiary, horticulture, weather, accounting,
dairy trade practices, agriculture statistics, market news, audit, rural consumer
consultant, central supply and mail.

The Regulatory Division is supervised by Administrative Assistant Bette Duncan.
This division consists of the following subdivisions: legal, food products control, dairy
products control, meat and poultry, animal industry and weights and measures.

The Laboratory Divisien is headed by Administrative Assistant |.}. Hook. Its
subdivisions are feed, pesticides, fertilizer, entomology and seed, medicated feed, also
the dairy laboratory, pesticide residue laboratory, seed and entomology laboratory,
feed and fertilizer laboratory, food, meat and poultry laboratory. pesticide formulation
laboratory and the vitamin and antibiotic laboratory.

The attorney general is a constitutional officer elected by popular vote every four
years, As head of the lowa Department of Justice and chief legal officer of the state, the
attorney general prosecutes and defends all cases in the Supreme Court in which the
state is a party or interested. The attorney general also represents the state in other
actions and proceedings, both civil and criminal, when, in the attorney generals
judgment, the best interests of the state require to do so, or when requested to appear by
the governor or the Executive Council.

The attorney general represents state government agencies in regard to both the
giving of legal advice on all questions of law affecting the day-to-day operations of the
agencies and representing the agencies in all court cases to which they are a party. The
attorney general has a consumer protection division and farm division torepresent the
consumers and farmers of the state of lowa, enforces the antitrust and securities law of
the state, participates in the state-wide child support recovery program and defends all
tort claim actions against the state. All criminal appeals from the 99 counties to the
Supreme Court or the Court of Appeals are handled by the attorney general’s office. The
area prosecutor division of the attorney general’s office assists the various county
attorneys in the trials of particularly difficult criminal cases when requested by a
county attorney.

When requested to do so, the attorney general gives a written opinion upon questions
of law submitted by elective or appointive state officials.

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Local Government
County Officials

The state of Iowa is divided into 99 counties, the boundaries of which may not be
changed unless the change is approved by the voters of each county concerned. A board
of supervisors consisting of three or five members is the chief administrative agency in
the county. It appoints a county engineer, county home steward, medical examiner,
county welfare director and other administrative officials. In addition, an auditor, who
is clerk of the board of supervisors: a sheriff; county attorney; recorder; treasurer and
clerk of the District Court are elected by the voters, with terms of four years. The
supervisors are also authorized to create the office of public defender to represent
accused persons unable to pay for their own attorneys.

Local Functions

The [owa county is a quasi-pelitical corporation which collects municipal, school,
county and state taxes, enforces state laws, has charge of poor relief and certain other
wellare activities, and shares with the Department of Transportation on the manage-
ment of roads and bridges in the county.

Townships, whichin earlier days were effective units of local government within the
counties, havelost almost all of their functions, except for operation of fire departments
and cemeteries.

City Government

The laws of lowa also authorize the incorporation of cities. These municipalities
derive their powers from the constitution in local matters, except for the power to tax,
which is granted by the General Assembly. Four cities are governed by special charters
granted before the adoption of the present constitution which forbids such acts of
incorporation. One city has the commission form of government, seven have adopted
the city manager plan by popular election, three have home rule charters, two of which
provide for a city manager and one has the mayor appoint a professionally trained
administrative assistant. Twenty-one others have city managers by ordinance, and 38
have city administrators. The commissioners are elected by the voters under the
commission form and constitute the mayor and council. The city manager or city
administrator is appointed by the council. In 867 other municipalities, the government
is by the mayor-ceuncil system, in which the mayor and members of the council are
elected by the voters for two-year or four-year terms.

City Councils

The council is the policy-making body in municipal government and it is also the
chief administrative agency in the mayor-council cities. The mayor presides over the
council, although not a member, and has the power to veto acts of the council subject to
a two-thirds majority vote over the veto. The mayor supervises municipal activities
and appoints certain officers, including the marshal or chief of police, mayor pro tem or
other officials that the council may direct the mayor to appoint. The city attorney and
clerk, and in some cases the engineer and members of the zoning board of adjustment,
are chosen by the council, though state law only specifies that the council appeint the
city clerk. Some cities have the strong mayor form providing that the mayor choose
most other officers, usually with approval of the council.

Term of County Officers

The county auditor, clerk of court, sheriff and treasurer are elected for four-year
terms. Through a constitutional amendment ratified in the 1970 general election, the
term of the county attorney was changed from two to four years, effective in the 1974
general election. The area education agency administrator is appointed by the area
education board. The county engineer is appointed by the board of supervisors for a
period not to exceed three years. County assessors (and city assessors in larger cities)
are appointed by conference boards, representing the taxing bedies, for six-year terms.
The medical examiner is appointed for two years by the board of supervisars.

James Harlan resigned to accept the cabinet portfolio of secretary of interior in Linceln’s cabinet. Samuel

Kirkwood was elected to fill vacancy.

Jlames W. Grimes resigned. James B. Howell elected to fill the unexpired term and George G. Wright elected far the

new term.

Samuel Kirkwood resigned in 1881 to accept the cabinet portfolio of secretary of the interior. James W. MeDill
named by the governor ta fill the vacancy: also elected by 19th General Assembly, 1682, to fill out balance of term.
John H. Gear died July 14, 1900. Jonathan P. Doiliver was appointed Aug. 22, 1800, t¢ fill the vacancy. He was also
elected by the 20th General Assembly, ]an. 9, 1902, to fill out the remainder of the term ending March 4, 1907, and

wasz elected for another full term.

Sen. William B. Allison died Aug. 4, 1908, and Albert B. Cummins was selected at the special session of the 32nd
General Assembly an Nov, 24, 1908, to fill the remainder of his term. Cummins was also elected by the 33rd General
Assembly for the term beginning March 4, 1908,

Dolliver died Oct. 15, 1910. Lafayette Young was appointed Nav. 12, 1910, to fill the vacancy. The 34th General
Assembly on April 12, 1911, elected William 5. Kenyon to [fill the vacancy caused by the death of Dolliver. He
rasigned Feb. 24, 1922, to accepl an appointment as judge of the federal circuit court. Charles A. Rawson was
appointed Feb. 25, 1822, to fill the vacancy and he served until Nov, 7, 1922,

Albert B. Cummins died in July 1928. David W. Stewart was appointed to fill the vacancy until election, Nov. 2,
1926. Stewart was elected to fill the unexpired term.

On the death of Louis Murphy in 1836, Guy Gillette was elected for the short term over Berry Halden. The term

expired Jan. 3, 1930

Smith W. Brookhart was elected Nov. 7, 1922, for the unexpired term of Kenyon. In the election of Nov. 4, 1924,
Broakhart ran against Daniel F. Steck with the vote showing Brockhart winning 447,594 to 446,840, The election was
contested: however, and on April 12, 1926, the U.S. Senate vated 16 Republicans, 29 Democrats to unseat; 31
Republicans. nine Democrats and one Farmer-Labor against unseating. As a result, Steck took gver the seat on April

12, 1928, and served out the term, Brookhart subsequently won election to the Senate again in the 1926 election and
served from March 4, 1927, to March 3, 1933,

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Legislative Branch

The constitution places the legislative authority of [owa government in a General
Assembly made up of a Senate and a House of Representatives, and limits the
membership to no more than 50 senators and 100 representatives, which is the present
size,

The General Assembly is thelawmaking body of state government. A constitutional
provision that ne meney can be spent from the state's treasury unless the General
Assembly writes alaw ta do so, is the basis of the legislature's power of the purse. The
assembly also has the power to call itself into special session upon writien request
made to the presiding officers of both houses by iwo-thirds of the members of both. The
sole power of impeachment is vested in the House of Representatives, with the power to
try impeachments vested in the Senate.

A staterepresentative must be at least 21 years of age, and a state senator at least 25
years of age at the time he or she takes office. The other qualifications for the affice of
legislator are 1U.S. citizenship, lowa residency for at least one year and district
residency at least 60 days prior to election,

Representatives are elected to two-year terms; senators are elected to four-year
terms. Presently, half of the 50 senators’ terms expire every two years.

The presiding officer of the House of Representatives is the speaker of the House, a
state representative who is elected to the position by Honse members. The Senate's
presiding officer is the lieutenant governor who is the president of the Senate.

General Assembly members are administered an oath of office on the second Monday
in January of the year following their elections. The constitution requires the General
Assembly to convene yearly on the second Monday in January.

Iowa’'s general assemblies have been numbered chronologically from statehood in
1846 to distingunish each new session, its membership and its laws from all other
sessions. The 70th General Assembly, meeting in 1983 and 1984, marks the 70th time a
legislative session has been held in lowa; its bills signed by the governor will becomne
identifiable parts of the state’'s book of laws called the Code of Iowa.

During the two years of each General Assembly's existence, the legislature can be
expected to send more than 500 bills to the governor to be signed into law. Frequently,
more than one-fourth of these are money bills (appropriations and budget) to finance
state government. As many as four to five times the number of bills that actually
become laws will have been introduced for legislative consideration during the two
years.

The constitution stipulates that bills may originate in either chamber of the General
Assembly, and empowers each chamber to determine its own rules of procedure, except
eaﬁh is prohibited from adjourning for more than three days without the consent of the
other.

Presently each chamber adopts its own rules; joint rules are also adopted to govern
legislative procedures that affect the orderly flow of bills between the two houses.

The General Assembly functions year round, although its legislative sessions last
slightly less than half of each year. The periods between the lawmaking sessions are
called legislative interim periods and are devoted to legislative studies by the members
who work in committees to prepare bills for consideration in up-coming sessions.

The canstitution mandates that each chamber “shall have all other pewers necesary
for a branch of the General Assembly of a free and independent state.” And with these
powers, the constitution mandates legislative accountability to the citizens of Iowa by
requiring publication of all the General Assembly’s proceedings in a journal.

Another constitutional requirement that the doors of each House shall be open,
“except on such occasions as, in the opinion the House, may require secrecy.” This has
evolved through rules and laws to the present policy which is that all official legislative
business, including committee meetings, floor debate and interim meetings are opento
firsthand public view,

CODE EDITOR -

Code Editor

Appointed by the Legislative Council

The Code editor is required by law to prepare the manuscript copy of all laws, acts
and joint resolutions passed at each session of the General Assembly and to arrange the
same in chapters with comprehensive index. The editoris also required to submit such
recommendations as are deemed proper to each General Assembly for the purpose of
amending, revising and codifying such portions of the law as may be conflicting,
redundant or ambiguous.

The Code of Iowa contains all the general and permanent laws in the state. The first
Code was published in 1851 and the Codes have been continuously kept up-to-date
since then. Until 1924, each new Code was separately authorized by the General
Assembly and a new editor appointed for each. In 1924, the position was made
permanent and the law changed to provide publication each four years. Presently, the
director of the Legislative Service Bureau is the acting Code editor. The statute was
amended in 1970 to provide for the Code to be published each two years.

The Code editor must examine and apply each act of the General Assembly to the
body of existing law — eliminating all special and private acts and the parts of the
general acts that may be temporary in nature. The editor must determine the location of
new legislation and assign chapter and section numbers as well as supply section
headings, historical references and cross-references to enable the searcherin the law to
trace the sources and origins of the ideas contained therein. Volumes of Tables of
Corresponding Sections of Session Laws and Codes are also published. A comprehen-
sive and detailed index to the Code must also be prepared and published each two
years. The Code editoris also required to publish, inloose-leaf form with amendments
as effective, the Rules of Civil Procedure, Rules of Criminal Procedure, Rules of
Appellate Procedure and Supreme Court rules. The editor shall, immediately after the
issuance of the new Code, prepare copy forthe ensuing Code or a supplement, and at all
times keep the same revised to date in the files of the office.

The Code editor also publishes the administrative rules of all the various state
governmental departments in the lowa Administrative Code. Biweekly supplements to
these rules are also published along with a biweekly bulletin of proposed rules,
executive orders and proclamations. The Code editor, or someone from the office, is
designated by statute as secretary of the Legislative Administrative Rules Review
Committee which meets each month.

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Judicial Branch

The judicial branch of the state of lowa is comprised of a Supreme Court, a Court of
Appeals and a District Court. Within the District Court are three types of judicial
officers: district judges, district associate judges and part-time magistrates.

Supreme Court

The Supreme Court consists of nine justices, A vacancy is filled by gubernatorial
appointment from a list of three nominees provided by the State Judicial Nominating
Commission. A year after appointment and every eight years thereafter, the justice
stands for retention in office at a general election. Justices select one of theirnumber as
chief justice; the chief justice serves in that capacity until the expiration of his or her
term.

Court of Appeals

Commencing Jan. 1977, a five-member Court of Appeals began hearing appellate
cases diverted to them by the Supreme Court. The Court of Appeals is in the statehouse
and uses the courtroom of the Supreme Court. The Court of Appeals has subject matter
jurisdiction to review civil actions and special civil proceedings whether at law or in
equity, criminal actions, post-conviction remedy proceedings and small claims actions.

Attorney General

The constitution also provides for an attorney general elected at the regular election
for a term of four years. The attorney general represents the state in legal matters,
gives advice to state officers, and has, in addition, certain administrative functions.

Judicial Districts

The state of lowa is divided into eight judicial districts: each district is comprised of
five to 22 counties and six to 20 judges of general jurisdiction. For purposes of
nomination and appointment of district judges, five of the eight districts are divided
into sub-districts for a total of 13 judicial election districts. In each district, a chief
judge is appointed by the Supreme Court to supervise the work of all trial judges and
magistrates. A district judge is appointed by the governor from a list of twoe nominees
selected by the judicial election district nominating commission. Retention in office is
subject to popular vote one year after appointment and every six years thereafter.

The jurisdiction of district associate judges is limited te civil actions for money
judgments in which the amount in centroversy does not exceed $3,000, ¢riminal
offenses less than a felony and juvenile matters. District associate judges serve four-
year terms and must be admitted to the bar. Associate judges are appointed by the
District Court judges within the judicial election district from a list of three nominees
submitted by the county Judicial Magistrate Appointing Commission. They stand for
retention in office at the general election within the judicial election district.

Part-time judicial magistrates are appointed directly by the county magistrate
appointing commissions: they are not required to be attorneys. All 98 counties have at
least one part-time magistrate. In counties allotted three or more part-time magistrates,
a majority of the District Court judges in the judicial election district may vote to
substitute and appoint one district associate judge in lieu of three part-time
magistrates. Part-time magisirates are authorized to handle preliminary hearings,
non-indictable or simple misdemeanors, search warrant proceedings, small claims,
emergency hospitalization hearings and various miscellaneous actions in which
punishment does not exceed 50 days in jail or a $100 fine. Small claims include civil
actions for: (1) money judgments where the amount in controversy is $1,000 or less,
exclusive of interest and costs and [2) forcible entry and detainer where no question of
title to property is involved.
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The U.S. Court of Appeals
for the 8th Circuit

The 8th Circuit encompasses the states of Arkansas, lowa, Minnesota, Missouri,
Nebraska, North Dakota and South Dakota. The jurisdiction of the Court of Appeals
extends to all appeals from the District Courts, and limited appeals from the
bankruptcy courts within the circuit unless specially directed otherwise by statute.
The Court also has jurisdiction to review determinations of a variety of federal
administrative agencies as well as the United States Tax Court.

The Court holds one general term annually beginning the second Monday of
September. Sessions are held at such times and places as the court directs, however,
most sessions are held in St. Louis, Mo. and St. Paul, Minn.

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The Iowa Court of Appeals

In 1976, the Legislature created a five-member appellate court, the lowa Court of
Appeals. The court began hearing oral arguments and deciding cases in January 1977.
The Court of Appeals is authorized to review all civil and criminal actions, post-
conviction remedy proceedings, small claims actions, writs, orders and other processes
transferred to it by the Supreme Court. All cases continue to be appealed directly to the
Supreme Court which transfers certain cases to the Court of Appeals. Decisions of the
Court of Appeals may be reviewed by the Supreme Court.

Judges of the Court of Appeals are appointed and retained in the same manner as
justices of the Supreme Court, however, their term of office is six years. The judges
elect one of their number as chief judge who holds office until his/her term expires.

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The Iowa District Court

The Unified Trial Court Act of 1972 abolished all trial courts below the District
Court of lowa and established the "lowa District Court” as a unified trial court,
effective July 1, 1973. [t has general jurisdiction of all civil, criminal and juvenile cases
and probate matters in the state.

For purposes of administration and ordinary judicial functiens, the state is divided
into eight judicial districts as shown on the map below and into 13 judicial election
districts.

The unified trial court operates through 168 part-time judicial magistrates, 39
district associate judges and 95 District Court judges. The judicial magistrates are
appointed by a commission in each county. District associate judges are nominated by a
commission and appeinted by the district judges within the judicial election district.
The number of District Court judges authorized in each judicial election district is
determined by populatien and a statutory judgeship formula based on combined civil
and criminal case filings in that district. However, application of the formula has been
frozen and the number of district judges has been limited to 95.

The regular term of office for a District Court judge is six years. A vacancy is filled
threugh appointment by the governor from a list of nominees submitted by the District
Nominating Commission. The appointee must stand for retention for a full term at the
first judicial election held after serving at least one year. District Court judges may
stand for retention at the general election which next precedes the expiration of the
regular term they are serving.

The Board of Examiners for Court Shorthand Reporters was authorized by the 38th
General Assembly and its rules were amended by the 65th General Assembly. The
examiners are appointed by the governor with the approval of 2/3 of the members of the
Senate. Underlaw, three of the members must be certified shorthand reporters and twa
members represent the general public. A certified member shall be actively engaged in
the practice of certified shorthand reporting and shall have been so engaged for five
years preceding the appointment, the last two of which shall have been in Iowa. The
board conducts examinations of those seeking to become certified shorthand reporters.,

Judicial Nominating Commissions

Under a constitutional amendment adopted in 1962, and the provisions of Chapter 486,
Towa Code, 1973, there is a State Judicial Nominating Commission and a District
Judicial Nominating Commission in each of the 13 judicial election districts.

The state commission submits nominees for a vacancy on the Supreme Court or Court
of Appeals. The commission is comprised of 15 members, seven elected by the bar,
seven appointed by the governor and the senior member of the Supreme Court other
than the chief justice. The Supreme Court member is the chairman of this commission.

The district commissions submit nominees for a vacancy on the District Court bench
in their respective judicial election districis. The district commissions have 11
members, five elected by the bar, five appointed by the governor and the senior judge in
the judicial election district who is the chairman of the commission.

Judicial Magistrate Appointing Commissions

Each county in the state has such a commission. [ts duty is to appoint the number of
judicial magistrates allotted to their county by the state court administrator. Each
commission is comprised of a District Court judge designated by the chief judge of the
judicial district, two attorneys elected by the bar of the county and three members
appointed by the board of supervisors of the county.

Commission on Judicial Qualifications

Under a 1972 amendment to the lowa Constitution and the previsions of Chapter 605
of the Code, there is a Commission on Judicial Qualifications which receives and
investigates complaints about the qualifications of Supreme Court justices, Court of
Appeals judges, District Court judges and district associate judges. The commission
can apply to the Supreme Court to retire, discipline or remove a judge.

The commission has seven members, four are appointed by the governor and are
subject to Senate confirmation, and three, including a District Court judge, are
appointed by the chief justice.

State and national — For U.S. senators, representatives in Congress and all elective
state offices, to be filed in the office of the secretary of state not more than 85 nor less
than 687 days at 5 p.m. prior to the date set for holding the primary electien. (C., '83,
43.11)

County — For all elective county offices, to be filed in the office of the county
commissioner by 5 p.m. at least 55 days prior to the date fixed for holding the primary
election. {C., '83, 43.11.)

Township or precinct — For elective offices of a subdivision of a county, ta be filed
with the county commissioner 55 days at 5 p.m. prior to the primary. (C., ‘83, 43.21.]

Cities — For elective offices in all cities and towns, to be filed not more than 65 days
nor less than 40 days at 5 p.m. prier toregular city election. {C., '83,376.4.) Or cities may
provide by ordinance for non-party nominations, or nominations by petition, as
provided by chapters 44 and 45 of the code.

School — For all elective offices in each independent city, lowa or consolidated
district, shall be filed with the secretary of the schoal board not earlier than 85 or less
than 40 days at 5 p.m. before the election. (C., '83, 277.4.)

Primary Election Dates

Municipal — If necessary, the primary election in cities on the third Tuesday priorto
the regular election. (C., '83, 376.7.}

General — The primary election shall be held the first Tuesday after the first Monday
in June in each even-numbered year. (C., '83, 43.7.)
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Election Dates

Cities and Towns — Regular city elections shall be held biennially on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in November of odd-numbered years. [C., 83, 376.1.)

School — The regular school election shall be held annually on the second Tuesday in
September. [C., '83, 277.1)

General — The general election for state, district, county and township officers shall
be held on the first Tuesday next after the first Monday in November of each even-
numbered year. (C., '83, 39.1.)

Political Convention Dates

Precinct Caucuses — Each political party shall held its precinct caucuses not later
than the fourth Monday in February of each even-numbered year. Democratic party
rules provide for annual precinct caucuses. (C., 83, 43.4.)

County — Each political party shall hold its own county convention and such
conventions shall be held either preceding or following the primary election but ne later
than 10 days following the primary election and shall be held on the same day
throughout the state. (C., '83, 43.4.)

District — Each district may hold a district convention, etc. (C., '83, 43.101.)

State — Each political party shall hold a state convention, either preceding or
following the primary election. The state central committee of each political party shall
designate the time and place of the state cenvention. {C., '83, 43.107.)

Election of State Officials

Each four yearsin Iowa, beginningin 1974, the people elect their governor, lieutenant
governor, secretary of state, auditor of state, treasurer of state, secretary of agriculture
and atterney general.

Justices of the Supreme Court, judges of the Court of Appeals and judges of the
District Court are appointed by the governor from lists of nominees presented by
judicial nominating commissions. This system of appointing judges was provided by
an amendment to the state constitution approved by the people at an election in 1962.!

Members of the Senate are elected for four years; House members for twa years.

Terms of County Officers

*Elected county officers are the clerk of court, auditor and sheriff, elected in 1980 for
four-year terms; the treasurer, county attorney and recorder, elected in 1982 for four-
year terms; and the county supervisors, elected for four years which averlap. Elections
are held in even-numbered years.

Election of Federal Officials

Federal elections occur every two years on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November in even-numbered years. The constitution prevides that the only elected
federal officials are the president, vice president, U.S. senators and U.8. representa-
tives. All other officers are appointed — practically all by the president. U.5. senators
serve a term of six years; House members serve terms of twao years. Elections are in
even-numbered years.

Iowa Veterans Organizations

The American Legion in Iowa

The American Legion was started in Paris on March 15, 1919, It was launched
formally in St. Louis on May 8, 1919, by world war veterans fram nearly every state in
the union. They were selected by temporary secretaries named at the request of
Theodore Roosevelt Jr., acting under instructions from the Paris caucus.

The first Iowa state convention was held in Des Moines on Sept. 4, 1919. The first
national convention of delegates fram the newly organized state departments was held
in Minneapolis on Armistice Day, 1919,

The American Legion Auxiliary, mothers, wives, sisters, granddaughters and
daughters of Legionnaires, was organized in 1921,

Hanford MacNider established the lowa Legionnaire with Frank Miles as editor on
March 4, 1921. He was succeeded as editor on April 1, 1946, by A. F. Faber, who served
until Jan. 3, 1965. Glenn M. Dugger served until July 1, 1970, and upon retirement was
succeeded by Marion P. Johnson until Nov. 1, 1978, Larry Scarpino was replaced on
Sept. 30, 1979, by the current editor, Jim Quinlan.

The lowa headquarters is located at 720 Lyon St., Des Moines, lowa, 50316. There are
nine districts in lowa with 651 local posts and an approximate annual membership of
88.000.

lowa has been in the national American Legion's Big Ten Department since 1934.

The Iowa department stresses a national program of Americanism, national security,
child welfare and rehabilitation, in addition to many youth programs to develop good
citizenship.

Iowa has contributed leadership to the national organization with three national
commanders: Gen. Hanford MacNider of Mason City, . Ray Murphy, formerly of Ida
Grove and Donald E. Johnson of West Branch.

The Iowa department has provided four national chaplains for the American Legion:
Monsignor Edward Smith, Sieux City; Monsignor Pat N. McDermott, Atlantic; the Rev.
Albert ]. Hoffman, Dubuque and the Rev. Lawrence P. Fitzpatrick, Coin.

Two lowans have served as national vice commanders. They are G. M. Brown,
Whiting, and V. J. Maxheim, Clinton.
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American Veterans of World War 11,
Korea and Vietnam

The American Veterans of World War I, commonly known as the AMVETS, were
organized nationally in September of 1944 at Kansas City, Mo. The AMVETS were
granted a national charter by an act of Congress, and President Truman signed the
measure on July 28, 1947. AMVETS is the only nationally chartered World War 11
veterans organization.

AMVETS got its start in lowa at Atlantic in 1944, and was incorporated as the lowa
Department of AMVETS on May 1, 1945. The first state convention was held in Des
Moines in 1947, AMVETS was recognized as a nationally chartered World War I
veterans organization by the l[owa Legislature in March 1949, and entered as such in the
lowa Code.

The AMVETS principles are (1) to promote world peace, (2] to perpetuate the
American way of life and (3) to help the veteran help himself.

The AMVETS have a national and state auxiliary comprised of the wives, mothers
and sisters of World War II veterans.

The Iowa department headquarters is located at 406 E. Fourth St., Ankeny, with
Rabert O. Steben as executive director and national service officer. Currently, the [owa
department has 70 AMVET posts covering all parts of the state, and is the sixth largest
AMVET department in the nation.

Iowa AMVETS assemble at conventions each year to elect new officers. The fiscal
year begins in July and ends June 30. Any person whe served actively in the armed
forceg any length of time between Sept. 16, 1940, and May 8, 1975, is eligible to become a
member.

Iowa State Assaciation Rainbow Division Veterans

While the 42nd Division was serving as a part of the army of occupation along the
Rhine River in Germany, a universal desire arose to perpetuate in civil life the bond of
wartime comradeship by forming an organization of all Rainbow veterans. During
March 1918, the callfor a canvention went out te all units of the Rainbow Division and
as a result, representatives from each of the divisional units met in the city of Bad
Neuenahr, Germany. There, the Rainbow Division Veterans was formed.

The 168th lowa Infantry, commanded first by Col. E. R. Bennett, then by Col. Mathew
A. Tinley, was a unit in the Rainbow Division, and upon return of the regiment to its
home state of lowa, immediate plans were formulated to establish Rainbow Veterans
chapters. The first and principal chapter was formed in Des Moines, followed by Sioux
City, Council Bluffs, Creston and Waterloo. As the years passed, and a greater interest
developed among veterans of the Rainbow Division, the lowa State Association
Rainbow Division Veterans was formed in Des Moines in March of 1936. The Des
Moines chapter became the Col. E. R. Bennett Chapter; Council Bluffs, Mathew A.
Tinley Chapter; Sioux City, Northwest lowa Chapter; Waterloo, Cedar Valley Chapter;
while the Creston Chapter continued under that name. Other chapters were formed in
Ottumwa, Cedar Rapids, Mason City — the North lowa Chapter; Oskaloosa and the
Douglas MacArthur Chapter in Red Oak. In 1981, the various chapters combined into
one state unit operating under the name Iowa State Chapter, Rainbow Division
Veterans. The lowa association is a member of the National Association Rainbow
Division which has its national headquarters in Roanoke, Va. Tinley of Council Bluffs,
Homer W. Gardner of Des Moines, Theodore Johnson and Ralph Heasty, both of Cedar
Rapids, have each served as president of the national association.

The national association helds its annual reunion July 12 - 14 each year. The reason
for the national reunion being held annually at that time is to commemorate the Battle
of Champagne which occurred July 14, 1918. The lowa state association meets annually
in April. [t was originally held March 5 & 6 to commemorate the first engagement of the
regiment with the enemy in the trenches in Lorraine. This date was later changed to
April because of adverse weather conditions in March. The Rainbow Division was
reactivated at Camp Gruber, Okla. in July of 1943, and those who served with the
division in World War II are also eligible for membership. lowa contributed 3,800
National Guardsmen to the division in World War [ and 750 in World War 1. The
organization is the most closely knit of any American division that served in both
World Warl and World War II. It has chapters in 36 states with a total paid membership
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of 7,000 and a full-time national secretary. It fosters Rainbow comradeship in civil life,
a most fitting memorial to the Rainbow dead and a rich heritage to its descendants. The
lowa Rainbow Auxiliary is active in community services, visitation to Veterans
Administration hospitals and has the largest membership in the national association.
Ethel Gardner and Helen Davidson have served as national auxiliary presidents.

The state secretary of the lowa association is Howard Parker, 727 37th St. N.E,,
Cedar Rapids 52402.

American Legion Boys State and Girls State

The American Legion Boys State is held in June at Camp Dodge, Iowa. Local
American Legion posts choose 832 high school juniors to attend this one-week program
on the duties, privileges, rights and responsibilities of American citizenship.

Likewise, 304 girls completing their junior or third year of senior high school, in June,
attend American Legion Girls State on the campus of the University of Northern Iowa,
Cedar Falls. This activity is sponsored by lowa's American Legion Auxiliary.

The entice program is non-partisan and non-military. It is a school in statesmanship,
an operating, mythical, 51st state where the boys and girls elect city, county and state
officials and carry out all functions of government.

Upon registration, the boys are assigned to mythical cities in mythical counties. They
become members of either the Federalist or Nationalist party. Political caucuses are
held, party platforms adepted, and, in a manner as approximate to lowa law as possible
under the circumstances, candidates for all offices are nominated and elected. The
legisiature passes laws, the courts try cases, bureaus function, city councils pass
ordinances, all under the guidance of experienced counselors. Boys State originated in
1938.

The girls alse are taught, by participation, the fundamental principles of lowa
government. They follow the process from the establishment of city government,
through the filing of nomination papers and campaigning for office, to the election and
installation of the governor and other state officials. During the week the auxiliary
requests city, county and state officials to talk on their particular duties and
responsibilities.

Two girls are selected to attend Girls Nation in Washington, D.C., where they are
taught some of the federal government's functions.

Two boys staters are selected each year to attend Boys Nation, which is held at
American University, Washington, D.C. Here, young men are exposed to the functions
of federal government.

Grand Army of the Republic

The Grand Army of the Republic was a patriotic and fraternal organization for Civil
War survivors of Union military and naval forces serving between April 12, 1861, and
April 9, 1865,

Iowa was one of the first states in the Union to attempt organization of the Grand
Army of the Republic, receiving, as a department, its first charter on July 12, 1866, [ts
permanent organization dates from Jan. 23, 1879.

There were more than 519 posts chartered in lowa. Membership was at its peak in
1890 when 52,013 veterans were members.

Six veterans of the Civil War served as governors of lowa. Col. William M. Stone of
Knoxville, 1864-68; Col. Samuel Merrill of McGregor, 1868-72; Col. Cyrus C. Carpenter
of Fort Dodge, 1872-76; Capt. Joshua G. Newbold of Mount Pleasant, 1877-78: Capt.
Buren R. Sherman of Vinton, 1882-886: Lt. Col. Francis M. Drake of Centerville, 1896-98.

The Grand Army of the Republic is credited for instituting Memorial Day, and for
keeping alive, in history and story, the brave deeds performed on the battlefields. The
average age of the soldiers was 19.

Nate E. Kendall, former governor of lowa, was principal speaker at the dedication of
the lowa monument on the battlefield of Shiloh. He eulogized veterans of the conflict
when he said, “No soldier ever entered a field with such noble purpose, and none ever
emerged with a record of such glorious accomplishment. When our beloved flag was
insulted, when our territorial integrity was threatened, when our national life was
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imperiled, they promptly responded to the appeal of President Lincoln, and cheerfully
embraced self-immolation to secure the perpetuity of the government of the people, by
the people and for the people, and to render positive the certainty that the government,
after being baptized in the sacred blood of the Revolutionary fathers, should not
disappear from the earth, but that it, under God, should have everlasting life,

And over the graves of the fallen dead the spring has cast its tender violets, the
summer its gorgeous field of flowers, the autumn its golden withered leaves, the winter
its blanket of snow. All is forgiven, all is forgotten except the glorious results of the
combat in which our soldiers were engaged.

The United States of America! The immortal principles of justice and equity which
underlie it! The incomparable benefits which it secures to its citizenship. The
inestimable sacrifices which have been suffered to maintain it! It is our home, our
country, our beloved government, bequeathed to us forever by the venerated fathers,
the most invaluable inheritance ever bestowed upon the sons of men.

The lowa department lost its last member on Sept. 20, 1949, when James P. Martin of
Sutherland, died.

The 55th General Assembly dismantled the G.A.R.room in the Capitol and stored the
records in the history and archives department.

Iowa Veterans of Foreign Wars

The Veterans of Foreign Wars, Department of Iowa, was granted its charter by the
national organization on May 26, 1921. Its objectives, fraternal, patriotic, historical
and educational, are: to preserve and strengthen comradeship among its members and
to assist comrades; to perpetuate the memory and history of its dead and ta assist their
widows and orphans; to maintain allegiance to the government of the United States and
fidelity to its Constitution and laws; to foster patriotism, to maintain and extend
institutions of American freedom and to preserve and defend the United States from its
enemies. V.F.W, is comprised of American men and women who served honorably in
the Army, Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force or Coast Guard of the United States in hostile
waters or on foreign soil during any foreign war, insurrection or expedition.

Veterans of Foreign Wars has a ladies auxiliary of mothers, wives, sisters and
daughters and a fraternal order of the Military Order of Cooties of V.F.W. members.

The lowa department, censisting of 208 posts, is headguartered at 3601 Beaver Ave.,
Des Moines 50310.

The Marine Corps League in [owa

The Marine Corps League began its formal existence at the first session of the 75th
Congress of the United States, Jan. 5, 1937, by an act of that Congress. The purposes of
this organization were spelled out in eight major resolutions in the original charter.
They were:

1. To preserve the traditions of the U.S. Marine Corps.

2. To bind together in fellowship those who currently serve the Marine Corps to
those members who have heen honorably discharged from its ranks.

3. Tofit its members for the duties of citizenship and to encourage them to serve as

ably as citizens as they have served their country under arms.

To hold sacred the memory of Marines who have given their lives for this nation,

To foster love for the principles which they have supported by blood and valor

since the founding of our republic.

To maintain true allegiance to American institutions.

Toaid and render assistance to all Marines and former Marines as well as to their

widows and orphans.

To perpetuate the history of the Marine Corps and, by fitting acts, to observe the

anniversaries of historical occasions of particular interest to Marines.

ol
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There are seven detachments with a membership of almost 500, The membership
embraces men and women and is open to all active, reserve, retired and former Marines
of all ranks,

Iowa Marine Corps League detachments are located in Sioux City, Boone, Cedar
Rapids, Davenport, Des Moines, Dubuque and Washington.

The Marine Corps League also has an honor society, the Military Order of Devil Dogs,
an auxiliary composed of wives, mothers, sisters and daughters of Marines, and a
youth oriented organization called the Young Marines.
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Jack Lamphere, a World War II veteran, was the 1980-81 commandant. In June of
1982, Earling Larson of Boone was elected state commandant.

China-Burma-India Veterans Association

The Carl F. Moershel Basha of [owa was organized in Des Moines in November 1952,
and is for veterans of World War II who served in the China-Burma-India Theater. The
late Moershel, of Homestead, served in India as a lieutenant colonel with the 10th Air
Force and was one of the 14 lowans who started the Iowa Basha. (Basha is an [ndian
ward for house or hut,)

The national headquarters is at the War Memorial Center in Milwaukee, Wis.
National reunions are held each year and Iowa has been host three times — at Cedar
Rapids in 1960 and 1981, and Des Moines in 1968.

Iowa meetings are held twice a year in different cities. The national charter for the
Iowa Bashais ondisplay at the Ox Yoke Inn at Amana, as the owner of the restaurant is
a CBI veteran, :

Darwin Carlile of Perry was the first state commander. Ray Alderson of Dubuque
was elected natienal commander of the CBIVA in 1877-78 and was the first lowan to
hold this office. Victor Tamashunas of Ames served as national commander in 1980-81.
Alderson also received the organization’s Award of Merit in 1975 at the San Francisco
reunion. Neil Maurer, of Laurens, edits and publishes the national magazine, Ex-CBI
Roundup, which is matled monthly to CBI veterans in all states. He was the recipient of
the CBIVA Award of Merit at the Atlanta, Ga., reunion in 1976. lowans who have
served as national CBIVA officers include Donald V. Doyle of Sioux City, judge
advocate; Alderson, Maurer, William Leichsenring of Amana, Elizabeth Emmons
Gussak of Clinton, Marvin Boyenga of Mason City and Tamashunas, junior vice
commanders; and Carlile, service officer and provost marshal. Tamashunas also senior
vice-commander; Gussak also historian and surgeon general. Gussak was elected the
state's first woman commander in 1981.

Spanish American War Veterans

The United Spanish War Veterans has existed in order to carry on the comradeship
that developed while in service in the 100 percent volunteer army. In Iowa, one member
remains. George Lewis, 104, from Shenandoah, is the only member of the Iowa
department which is one of several nationally. The Towa arganization will continue
until his death. At the headquarters in Webster City, reports of the organization and
personnel are kept, plans are made for the annual encampment, service is given in
claims for pensions for widows, and assistance with the aid and attendant allowance is
available. The allowance provides for an additional $50 per month available ta the
widows of veterans of all wars when they are no longer able to live at home alene and
need aid and attendant to meet needs, or when entering a nursing home.

The acting commander is William C. Fischer and the department adjutant is Evelyn
M. Fischer, 856 First St., Webster City, IA 50595.

The Disabled American Veterans in lowa

The Disabled American Veterans, commonly known as the D.A.V., was organized
nationally in 1920 by groups of disabled veterans then undergoing vocational training
courses and chartered by Congress in 1932, to render service to, for and by disabled war
veterans. The D.A.V. has, ever since its inception, been the spokesman for the disabled
war veterans of America, in Congress and before its various committees as well as
before the Veterans Administration and its local regional offices and facilities.

During 1920 and 1921, the first three chapters of the lowa Department were
organized in the vocational iraining centers at Des Moines, lowa City and Ames. The
Department of lowa D.A.V. held its first state convention in 1922 at lowa City.

TheD.A.V.inlowahas grown to 60 chapters and about 7,400 members. The national
service officer in Iowa is Larry Jatho, located at 921B Federal Building, 210 Walnut, Des
Moines. The state headquarters is in Des Moines. The address is 3812 Clinton, Des
Moines 50310, and the adjutant and business manager is Buford L. Phillips.

Veterans of World War I of the U.S.A.

The arigin of this organization dates back to the middle 19505 when World War [
veterans of several states met in an organizational effort and founded Veterans of
World War I of the U.5.A. It gained national status and recognition when Congress
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granted it a national charter which was signed by President Eisenhower on July 18,
1958.

The Department of lowa had its inception when a state convention was held in Cedar
Rapids, and a censtitution and by-laws were adopted on May 19, 1957. W. R, Kime of
Richland was elected first state commander at that convention. lowa was honored by
the election of Kime as national commanderin 1963. An annual state convention is held
for administrative review and discussion and for the sociabilities of such a reunion.

Members of 83 barracks, as the local units are referred to, constitute the membership
of the state of lowa. A ladies' auxiliary of 93 units serves as an active motivation force
in civic and relief efforts and general activities.

The state is divided into eight districts with boundaries conforming with the eight
congressional districts of 1958. Two district meetings are held in each district
annually. District commanders serve as members of the State Board of Administration.

Death annually takes a heavy toll in membership.

The organization provides liaison between veterans and government and a vital
social medium for members.
